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Baby Blue. This is our lightest Blue and can be darkened with our Royal Blue. [image: image2.jpg]



Battleship Gray can be lightened with our Brite White or darkened with Tribal Black.
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Beer gold is a deep yellow gold color. With orange tones, it is good for skin tones.
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Black Outlining. Carbon Black powder pigment & easy to use. Creates rich, dark lines. Thin for shading.
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Brite Orange. This is a brite yellow-orange. Use as is or opaque with our brite white, may need thinning.
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Brite White. Pure Titanium white.
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Bubblegum Pink. Our Pink can be lightened with our Brite White or darkened with our Scarlet Red.
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Buckskin Tan. A flesh tone base. Lightened with yellow ochre & darkened with venetian brown.
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Camouflage Green. This is one of our most unique colors. Goes in smooth and leaves a nice rich color.
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Canary Yellow. This is our brite yellow. Use as is or opaque with a small amount of our brite white.
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Chocolate Brown. This is our darkest Brown and can be lightened with our Brite White.

Country Blue. This Blue is a mixture of Baby Blue and Midnight Blue. One of our best selling colors.
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Crimson Red. This is a deep blood-red. Use as is, do not add white. Should not need thinning.
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Deep Blue. This is a strong blue, must add white. Tints out from navy-blue to alice blue.
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Deep Burgundy is a Dark Maroon with a little Dark Blue in it.
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Deep Green. This is a strong blue-green. Must add white, & may need to be thinned.
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Deep Magenta. A true magenta color. Add a small amount of our brite white to lighten.
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Maroon. This is a deep dark-red. Add our brite white to get a magenta or heliotrope.
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Deep Purple. This is a red-violet. Add a small amount of white. May need to be thinned.
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Our Deep Turquoise is a mixture between Blue and Green. One of our favorites.
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Deep Violet. The truest of violets. Add a small amount of our brite white to thin and lighten.
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Golden Yellow. This is an orange shade of yellow. Use as is, or with our brite white.
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Lavender. Add our Brite White to lighten and add violet to darken.
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Our Leaf Green is a mixture between Lime Green and True Green.
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Lime Green. This is our brightest Green. Add Our Deep Green to darken.
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Light Red. This is a vibrant orange-red. Use as is, do not add white. Should not need thinning.
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Lt.Flesh Tone. This color can be used for skin toning. Can be darkened with Scarlet Red & lightened with Brite White.
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Our Mango is a tone between Orange and Beer Gold. Can be mixed with our Brite White.
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Midnight Blue. This is a mixture between Country Blue and Royal Blue.
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Rasberry can be darkened with a little bit of Our Maroon.
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Royal Blue. This is a strong blue, must add white. Tints out from royal blue, to sky blue, and robbins egg blue.
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Scar;et Red. This is a bold bright red. Use as is, do not add white. Should not need thinning.
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Steel Blue is one of the best sellers in our new line of 6 colors.
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Teal. This is another one of our best sellers. After healing, this color is very bright. One of our favorites.
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Tribal Black. Goes in easy and covers solid. Do not use for outlining purposes. For outlining use Black Outliner.
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True Green. This is a forest green. You must add white & may needs to be thinned. Mixes well with yellow.
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Turbo Black. Use as is, do not add any colors. This is our very darkest Black.
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Venetian Brown. A rich red-brown. Good for mixing robust dark colors. May need thinning.
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Yellow Ochre. Mustard yellow earth tone. Primarily used for mixing with our other pigments.
